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The third race of the Southern Sound Series was run out of Olympia Yacht Club. The
course starts mid Budd Inlet, wanders north around the Toliva Shoal buoy and returns to
Budd Inlet, leaving Anderson Island and the buoy to port. This is the longest of the four
races at 38.4 nm. It was a fast race with wind gusts in the mid 30 knots and the fleet
finishing in the daylight. On Equus, for the second time in three years, we ran almost the
entire race with no main. This time the damage was (limited?) to a torn main sail.
